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The Science Research Club, organized under the leadership of Mr. Gut-
knecht, has four main aims. The members expect to increase their knowledge
of science, to study the achievements of scientists, to construct scientific exhibits
and models, and lastly to appreciate the importance of science in our lives.

The club is affiliated with the American Institute of Science and Engineer-
ing Clubs of New York City, also with Science Clubs of America sponsored by
Science Service, Washington, D. C.

Each year the members of the Science Club give an assembly program based
on the work they have done during the year. This year the program dealt with
the scientific processes involved in making incendiary bombs and other war
materials.
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
